PRESIDENTS MESSAGE 

Dear EWRS colleagues, 
 
I write this Presidentôs message from Colorado State University, where I am currently enjoying a mini-
sabbatical away from the unusually long, hot and dry UK summer! I hope you have all benefited from a 
productive and relaxing summer as you begin to prepare and plan for another year of experiments, field 
trials, teaching, writing, and various other w eedy pursuits! 
 
I hope that those of you who attended the EWRS symposium in Ljubljana in June had a productive and 
enjoyable experience. Many thanks to everyone that completed the online post-symposium questionnaire. 
Overall, we received very positive comments about the local organisation and the scientific programme, 
though, as we would expect, there were also some useful suggestions for how we might continue to 
improve your symposium experience. These suggestions will be passed on to the organising team for the 
next EWRS symposium in 2021. For those of you who have not yet heard the news, the next symposium 
will be held in Athens, Greece in June 2021. Congratulations to Demos Chachalis and his local organising 
team for putting together an excellent bid. I hope to see many of you in Greece. 
 
During the symposium, and subsequently, the EWRS Board and I have received a few comments and 
suggestions relating to the gender balance and geographical representation of the Board and the EWRS 
scientific committee. We wholeheartedly welcome these comments and suggestions. The EWRS has taken 
steps to ensure that the Society is inclusive, and represents all members and interests equally, providing 
equal opportunities to all. Recent changes to the Constitution ensure that no less than 33% of candidates 
for election as additional Board members are members of each sex, no fewer than 50% of candidates are 
early career researchers and that candidates must represent the geographical scope of the EWRS. 
Membership of the Scientific Committee is largely comprised of working group coordinators, and there are 
no limitations to the nationality, gender or career stage of those coordinators. Any member of the Society 
may propose a working group, and leadership of those groups is determined by working group members. 
At the symposium in Ljubljana, the programme committee dedicated a new, plenary session to PhD 
students. Doubtless, there is more that we can do and we will continue to have discussions within the 
EWRS Board, particularly relating to gender balance. 
 
I would like to close by reiterating a few recent changes and initiatives from the EWRS Board. We have 
now identified a new professional service provider for redesign of the Society external web site and 
membership database. Work will commence in the coming months to completely redesign and relaunch 
the web site, hopefully with a completion date in the first half of 2019. Alongside this initiative we have 
created a new role for an EWRS Communication Officer and a call for expressions of interest to fulfil this 
paid role is included in this newsletter. Also, after many years of service to the EWRS, the Editor-in-Chief 
(EiC) of the Society journal, Weed Research will retire at the end of 2018. I am sure you will all join me 
in thanking Jon for his service and dedication. The Board in association with the journal publisher, Wiley, 
are now initiating a process to identify a new EiC, so please watch this space for further announcements. 
Finally, I would like to congratulate Prof. Jens Streibig on his award of Honorary membership of the EWRS, 
ratified by the General Assembly in Ljubljana. Jens has dedicated 40 years of his career to weed science 
in Europe and has fulfilled many roles within the EWRS. We hope Jens will continue to take advantage of 
his EWRS membership in the coming years.

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RECRUITMENT OF AN EWRS COMMUNICATION OFFICER 

The EWRS Board, ExCom and SciCom recognise the crucial importance of updating and improving the 
Societyôs mechanisms and resources for communication. We need to be clearly visible to our colleagues 
internationally and to the wider world. Recognising this need, the EWRS has recently commissioned a new 
professional company to redesign and relaunch the EWRS website and membership database.  The EWRS 
Board has now also agreed to create a new paid role for a Communication Officer  to cover all 
the Societyôs communication activities, excluding web design and maintenance, which will be undertaken 
by the professional provider. The EWRS Communication Officer (CO) will be paid an annual allowance. 
It is envisaged that this position would require 20 -40% (1 to 2 days/week) of a personôs time. The main 
duties are summarised below: 

¶ Liaise with new website provider during design and launch of the new EWRS web site in 2018/19 
(in consultation with EWRS President and Secretary) 

¶ Supervise all web site content 
o Working group pages, including regular liaison with WG coordinators 
o Events calendars 
o Minutes of various committees 
o Storage and archive of materials from EWRS conferences, workshops and other events 

¶ Oversee member communication 

¶ Establish, monitor and ensure regular activity of EWRS social media presence ï Twitter, Facebook 
etc. 

o Including highlighting recent research from EWRS researchers and WGs 
o Watching brief for newsworthy articles relevant to the Society  

¶ Act as Newsletter editor (including liaison with web site provider for new format etc)  
¶ Seek novel ways to promote the work, activity and mission of  the EWRS 
¶ Liaise with Society stakeholders

interested and able to perform this role. If you are interested, please send an email to the Society President

MINUTES OF THE 45 TH EWRS GENERAL ASSEMBLY 2018  

Symposium venue, Ljubljana, Slovenia 
Wednesday, June 20, 2018, 9.45-10.30 
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GA-45.1  Opening by the President  
¶ Neve opens the meeting and welcomes everyone. Gerowitt, the past-President, enters the stage 
and hands over the Presidentôs hammer to Neve. 

 

GA-45.2  Report of the Board  
¶ The newly elected Board members: Jukka Salonen, Husrev Mennan, Alicia Cirujeda and Ilias 

Travlos are introduced and welcomed.  

¶ With the new Constitution in force, the Society doesnôt make use of National Representatives 
anymore. The new constitution has also implications for the election of board members, which 
were originally selected from the national representatives. The aim is to have a better 
representation of early career scientists and a better gender balance. 

¶ A committee is active with the commissioning of a new web -site. Next to the new web -site, budget 
is made available for a communication officer. The expectation is that this activity will take 1 -2 
days a week. The preference is to have a communication officer knowledgeable in the area of 
weeds and weed management. If one is interested, or knows a suitable candidate, he/she is asked 
to contact the Board.  

 

GA-45.3  Report of the Scientific Committee  
¶ Mennan, the Scientific secretary, provides an update of the Symposium. The total number of 

participants is 251, originating from 40 countries. 309 Abstracts were submitted, of which 240 were 
accepted. This resulted in 13 sessions, with 76 oral presentations. Connected to the symposium, 
12 WG-meetings were organised. 

¶ During the Scicom meeting on 16 June past activities, current work and future activities were 
discussed. The Scicom received a proposal for a new Working Group on Economics of Weed 
Management. Scicom gave a positive recommendation and the WG will organise a first meeting in 
2019. In 2020 the WG will be evaluated.   

¶ For 2019, several WG meetings are scheduled. All meetings will be announced on the website. A 
task force will discuss and recommend on how to continue with Education within EWRS. 

¶ Three bids were received to host the 21st EWRS symposium. No further information was received 
on the bid of Iran. The bids of Italy and Gree ce were both of high quality. After a thorough 
discussion, Scicom recommended to the Board to award the bid to Greece, partly since an EWRS-
symposium has never before been organised in this country. The Board took over this 
recommendation. 

 

GA-45.4  Report of the Treasurer  
¶ Post, the Treasurer of the Society, presents the Society Financial Report 2017. The income, 

consisting of the journal Weed Research and the membership fees, exceeds the expenses, resulting 
in a positive result of just over ú 5,000. The Financial Report is unanimously approved by the 
General Assembly 

¶ Post then presents the Foundation and Society Balance 2017. In 2017, the capital and reserves of 
the Society and Foundation increased with almost ú 27,000 to a total of ú 743,784.  

¶ Finally, Post presents the Society Budget for 2019. The total budget is nearly ú 208,000. The 
budget contains items for the development of a new communication and administration system, 
as well as a fee for a communication officer, together projected at ú 60,000. Moonen asks whether 
there is no double booking in the budget, as also the Newsletter and the current websites are 
included. Neve clarifies that it might well be that, during the transition phase, the new and the old 
communication systems operate at the same time. Petersen asks whether money will be withdrawn 
from the Foundation, as the income (close to ú 100,000 in 2017) will be insufficient to cover the 
expected expenses. Post mentions that this will indeed be the case if the actual expenses exceed 
the income. With one vote against, the General Assembly approves the budget. 
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GA-45.5  Report of the Membership Officer  
¶ Post, in his capacity as Membership Officer, presents the membership number: in May 2018 the 

total membership was 460 members. The General Assembly accepts the proposal that the 
membership fee will stay the same (ú 60 for ordinary members and ú 30 for student and senior 
members). 

¶ Wirth asks about the printed version of Weed Research. Neve indicates that some members still 
highly appreciate the printed  copy of our Journal, but also promises that the board will review this 
issue. Rubin suggests making receipt of the printed version optional.  

¶ Post explains that the membership will be turned to a 12 months subscription, which does not have 
to correspond to a calendar year. 

¶ The society will become stricter regarding payment of the EWRS-membership-fee. Cancellation will 
follow in case of two open invoices and will be put in place 4 months after the last invoicing date.  

¶ In accordance with the EU-law, a privacy statement will be put on the web -site. Post will prepare 
a text, together with Wiley. New members will receive a privacy ïstatement and are asked to 
approve it. Current members will find this text if they login to their personal membership -site on 
internet, and are also asked for approval.  

 

GA-45.6  Report of the Editor of Weed Research  
¶ Hatcher, the Chairman of the Editorial Board of Weed Research, thanks all editors for their 

commitment and important contribution to the well -being of the Journal. The finances related to 
the Journal have steadily increased in the last couple of years. The number of articles and printed 
pages dropped, mainly due to a lower number of submitted and published manuscripts. The Impact 
Factor (1.766) recovered somewhat, but deserves further attention. Actions that are/will be taken 
to improve the IF are the appointment of new editors; an expanding scope of the journal; a journal 
twitter account; the acceptance of papers with up to 7000 words; special issues/thematic sections. 
Hatcher emphasizes that many things are possible and new ideas are highly welcomed. 

¶ After having served as an Editor-in-Chief, Jon Marshall decided to step down as Editor in Chief at 
the end of 2018. The Board will start looking for replacement.  

  

GA-45.7  Any other Business  
¶ David Stock, member of our Society, former National Representative of the UK and employee of 

Syngenta, unexpectedly passed away in 2017. To commemorate David and to express appreciation 
for all his activities and achievements for weed science, Syngenta decided to install an award for 
the best oral student presentation. A committee consisting of Salonen, Ulber, Mennan and Rueegg 
evaluated the presentations that were delivered during the special student session of the 
Symposium. Rueegg, former colleague of David Stock, looked back at the career of his colleague 
and friend and then handed over the David Stock memorial award 2018 to Alexander Linn, PhD-
student at the University of Hohenheim.  

 

GA-45.8  Next EWRS -symposium  
¶ As indicated earlier, the next EWRS-symposium will be held in Athens, Greece. Demosthenis 

Chachalis is the chairman of the organising committee.  
 

GA-45.9  Next General Assembly  
¶ The next GA will be organised in conjunction to the World Congress on Parasitic Plants in 

Amsterdam, which is scheduled from July 1-5, 2019. Further details will be communicated later.

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 BESTOWAL OF EWRS HONORARY MEMBERSHIP TO JENS CARL STREIBIG   

 

 
 
Jens Carl STREIBIG did his Ph.D. in Agricultural Botany in 1977 and acquired his Dr. agro. (D.Sc.) in the 
area of herbicide selectivity in 1992. In 1996 he was appointed Professor (Weed Science) of the Royal 
Veterinary and Agricultural University (KVL), Copenhagen, Denmark. After having retired from fulltime 
professional work in 2015 he currently holds a position as Professor emeritus of Weed Science at the 
Faculty Science, University of Copenhagen (UCPH).                             
 
Jensô major research has been in the area of herbicide selectivity, joint action of pesticide mixtures and 
ecotoxicology of pesticides. He has also worked with genetically modified crops and risk assessment. He 
has been involved in various national and international projects within his area of research and has had 
assignments in Africa and Asia. His teaching has primarily involved Weed and Crop Science, with an 
emphasis on pesticide use, mode of action and ecotoxicology. 
 
Jens has 40 years of EWRS Membership and he has always been an enthusiastic contributor to the Society. 
He was Scientific Secretary of the Societyôs Scientific Committee for 8 years (1994-2001) succeeding to 
Dr. Ray HANCE and before Dr. Paolo BÀRBERI took over this task. He served as Secretary during those 
periods when the EWRS Vice-Presidents Prof. Dr. Karl HURLE, Dr. Helmut WALTER, Prof. Dr. Martin 
KROPFF, and Dr. Jean-Pierre CLAUDE were Chairmen of the Societyôs Scientific Committee. 
 
Jens served for 15 years (1982-1995) as editor of the Societyôs journal WEED RESEARCH, and 3 years 
(2011-2015) as subject editor Weed Science of the journal Crop Protection. Together with Dr. Jon 
MARSHALL, Editor-in-Chief of the Societyôs journal WEED RESEARCH, Jens developed a short course on 
how to write a paper for an international journal like WEED RESEARCH, aimed at PhD students. This 
course was offered at various EWRS Symposia, like the one in Samsun, Turkey, in June 2013 and that of 
Montpellier, France, in June 2015. 
 
Jens was coordinator of the EWRS Working Group Education and Training at least from 2008 through to 
2017. He himself was also very much involved in the education of PhDs engaged in weed science, 
specifically in a course that focussed on the advantage of modern non-linear statistical software to analyze 
and interpret experiments. Non-linear dose response curves are fundamental to understanding herbicide 
selectivity and efficacy. This principle can easily be extended to various other branches of weed 
management ranging from allelopathy to flame weeding and from weed -crop competition to laser cutting. 
Jens frequently organised workshops on this topic, also outside of Europe, like in June 2008 in conjunction 
with the International Weed Science Congress in Vancouver. In these workshops he closely collaborated 
with Christian RITZ. A homepage on Statistical Analysis of Agricultural Experiments with R was established. 
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His publication list contains more than 360 papers, mainly on Crop and Weed Science. These papers are 
written not only in English, but also in Danish in respect of specific agricultural problems in  Denmark and 
the other Scandinavian countries.  
 
In 1998, Jens became Honorary Member of the Weed Science Society of America (WSSA). Recently, the 
International Weed Science Society (IWSS) bestowed Jens the Outstanding Achievement Award 2016 in 
Prague during the 6th International Weed Science Congress (IWSC). Every four years, the IWSS bestows 
awards on weed scientists who exemplify outstanding performance in science and service. Very relevant 
for receiving this particular award are the candidateôs contributions to weed science made outside of oneôs 
job description, and outside of their employerôs working hours.  
 
Also nowadays, Jens is still very active. He is technical adviser for Idea Tropical, a leading provider of 
research and consulting services in weed management and herbicides for tropical crops. Jens is member 
of the board and statistical advisor of Agrolab AS being the leading research organization in the EU north 
zone with experience dating back to 1984. Since then, Agrolab has successfully helped companies by 
testing, developing and registering plant protection products in the European Union.

SPEECH BY PROF DR JENS CARL STREIBIG  

 
Ladies and Gentlemen!  
 
It is a privilege to get an opportunity to make a toast at this prestigious event in the beautiful Slovenia. I 
have been fighting the weeds long before I knew why they were so tough to get rid of.  I had no problem 
in identifying them in the sugar beet fields. However, I have never dreamt that I should become a 
professional weed warrior and eventual become a professor of this anthropomorphic classification of 
certain plants. 
 
For 45 years, I have been fighting weeds. Apparently, I did not succeed very well. They are still around. 
My wife cannot understand I tolerate weed s in the garden; I reply that I have an academic attitude to 
weeds. These years have been exciting.  From the hay days of the herbicide development, t he companies 
delivered highly specified selective herbicides that could keep the weeds at bay without too much manual 
labour. It coincided with the emigration from the rural areas to the cities to escape the drudgery of 
weeding. We thought the sky was the limit, but alas spraying millions of ha. has its costs. Nature backfires 
in a way we ought to have forecas ted if we had paid a little better attention to the second year high school 
biology lessons.  
 
Twenty-two years ago, we got the Roundup Ready crops and believed it was the silver bullet. Yes, we 
actually got many problem weeds controlled. But what happened? Nature fired back in producing, more 
herbicide resistant weeds. Now there are more people engaged in understanding the development of 
herbicide resistant weed, than people actually trying to control the darn weeds.  
 
I am a grumpy old man, but it is an i nteresting avenue weed science has taken. In the past, we feared 
the weeds and now we fear the herbicide residues. When we spray, the herbicides are out in the 
environment and it is only a question of analytical ingenuity to measure incredibly small concen tration of 
herbicides. It is not rocket science it is common sense. People are scared to death from drinking tab water 
with very small herbicide concentrations. There is rarely such thing as a blank water sample! As the 
Americans say there is no such thing as a free Symposium dinner. 
 
Another aspect of working with weed science is how the word weed has changed its meaning. If you 
google óweedô you might get: óWeeds are God's gift to the world. Bring peace when used wiselyô. 
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The first time I experienced this change of meaning of the word weeds, I was flabbergasted. In my youth 
weeding the sugar beet brought skin cancer and sore backs, not peace. I realized what was going on in 
the real world of weeds when I crossed the border between Canada and the US 20 years ago. 
 
Being asked my profession, I told the police officer I was a professor of Weed Science. Holy cow!! He 
would not let me in!! It required a bit of explanation and persuasion to calm him down . The terms weed 
is a classification of plants, we neither want in croplands, in gardens nor other man made so -called ñnatural 
habitatsò. We decide what a weed is. It means it is our arrogance toward nature that prevails. The weeds 
could not care less; they are still popping up everywhere.  In the heritage from the rural past, the word 
weed was negative. In Danish we say: ñUkrudt forg¬r ikke s¬ letò, the Germans say: ñUnkraut vergeht 
nicht!ñ. I was told, the English do not have this expression,  
But what about: ñWeeds are like old soldiers, they do not die, they just fade away!ò

Should we repeat the test or let it go for a 3 rd year? Conclusion was no, prioritize to publish the data first

We were supposed to think about how to publish the results and take fast action, in  case of risk by facing 
parallel/similar publications from other people. Have draft paper ready for next WG meeting in Ljubjana 
2018- Aritz to prepare on emergence / modelling on ECHCG.
